1 Rules

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 All boats shall comply with ILCA By-Laws except for Article 2.2, crew members need not be
ILCA members.

1.3 Changes to the RRS are as follows:
Per ILCA Rules Governing Document Article VIII 9, RRS 44.1 is changed as to: When an
infringing yacht has its spinnaker drawing at the time of the infringement, drops it completely
while taking her penalty, and resets it inmediately and has it drawing after the penalty, the
penalty is a One-Turn Penalty instead of two.

2 Eligibility and Entry

2.1 The regatta is open to any boat of the International Lightning Class.

3.2 An entry fee of $25.00 for junior crews (Skipper and Crew 20 years old and under)
